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Fifty years of medical practice and social activism teach that civil society arises from the same non-material human ties, bonds and connections that sustain torture survivors.

I have maintained active Certification and Re-Certifications in the Specialty of Psychiatry 1983; and in the Subspecialties of Addiction Psychiatry (1993, 2003, 2013); Geriatric Psychiatry (1994, 2004, 2014); and Forensic Psychiatry (1999, 2009) ---American Board of Psychiatry & Neurology.

I became Distinguished Fellow of the American Psychiatric Association in 2007 and Distinguished Life Fellow in 2014; and was a Collaborating Investigator in the DSM-5 Field Trials in Routine Clinical Practice Settings, 2011-2012.

My memberships also include: Physicians for Human Rights, World Psychiatric Association Section Psychological Consequences of Torture & Persecution, Program in Psychiatry and the Law at Harvard Medical School, American Academy of Psychiatry in the Law, and International Forum of Teachers, UNESCO Chair in Bioethics. 

This April in Tbilisi I participated in the World Psychiatric Association Pre–Conference Workshop: “Torture, Holistic Rehabilitation and the Istanbul Protocol”; and in the Regional Conference Section Symposium: “Refugee Trauma and Torture”---both funded by the European Union and organized by RCT/EMPATHY. I have convened panels and presented at Congresses of the International Academy of Law and Mental Health (Berlin, 2011; Amsterdam and Vienna, 2015); and of the UNESCO Bioethics Chair (Tiberius, 2012; Naples, 2013; and Jerusalem and Naples, 2015).

I have been Instructor, Harvard Law School Trial Advocacy Workshop since 2014; and was Ad hoc Reviewer, Harvard Psychiatry Review (2014).
