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Bermet Baryktabasova successfully graduated from the Kyrgyz State Medical Institute with a major in Pediatrics in 1994. She studied at the graduate school and worked as a senior research fellow at the Kyrgyz Obstetrics and Pediatrics Scientific Research Institute. In 2000, she became the Candidate of Medical Sciences. Her first practical experience during her studies was with maternity hospitals in Bishkek; she dedicated the15 years following her graduation to neonatology and intensive care.
From 2004 to 2009, she worked as Assistant at the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology, and instructor of evidence-based medicine at the Kyrgyz State Medical Institute of Retraining and Advanced Training. For a few years, she taught childhood disease propaedeutics at the International University of Kyrgyzstan, and the Higher Medical School to foreign students. In 2000s, she became one of the pioneer reformists in the implementation of evidence-based medicine, and standardization of information technology in modern science and practical public health services. Currently, she is the leading national expert at the Kyrgyz Ministry of Health specializing on evidence-based medicine and methodology of health standards compliant with international requirements.

She was awarded the lapel badge “Excellence in Healthcare” for outstanding achievements in the field of public health. Her professional activity has been closely linked with the introduction of international standards in the field of public health and patients’ rights, which resulted in close cooperation with international organizations and the civil sector on a wide range of issues such as maternal and childhood morbidity and mortality reduction, mental health, HIV/AIDS, tuberculosis, oncology, disabilities, etc.. Over the last decade she has worked closely with numerous governmental and nongovernmental human rights organizations to defend the rights of doctors, patients, and vulnerable populations.
